Drones Cannot be used for Hunting in Yukon 

In August, the Yukon Government passed law 

banning the use of drones  in hunting.  The territory 

already prohibited wildlife spotting from aircraft.   

Yukon officials say that using aircraft and drones 

violates the principle of “fair chase”. There are no 

regulations on using drones for hunting in Nunavut  

yet. The issue is up still for 

debate in other areas of 

Canada.

When this information is 

collected from many people 

over time, it can give wildlife 

managers a picture about how a 

population might be changing.    

To end your trip: 1) select “finish 

route” when you get home; 2) 

Enter species you saw sign of on 

your trip, and 3) exit the 

program. That’s it!
