Reporting to the Director of Wildlife Management, the Wildlife Management Biologist will:
work closely with other NWMB staff, Inuit, and with representatives of the other Nunavut land
and resource management agencies, concerning conservation and management issues affecting
Nunavut’s wildlife; take initiative on requests for decision regarding species at risk habitat,
environment, and conservation areas; assume a primary role in the development and anticipated
implementation of two new NWMB initiatives: the habitat protection program, the climate
change strategy; participate in all aspects of public hearings and various meetings; and assist
with the administration of the NWMB’s Study Fund and the Nunavut Wildlife Research Trust.

Qualifications: A minimum of a Bachelor’s Degree in a related field; preference will be given to
applicants with a graduate degree. The incumbent must have practical experience in wildlife
management, and demonstrated knowledge of ecological principles, the interactions between
wildlife populations and their habitats, legislation affecting wildlife management, and use of
wildlife resources in Nunavut. Experience in northern Canada and/or in other cross-cultural
situations is a distinct asset. Fluency in English is mandatory; Inuktitut is a definite asset.
