Re: 	Location and date change for public hearings of the Nunavut Wildlife Management Board to consider Bathurst and Bluenose East Caribou

The Nunavut Wildlife Management Board (NWMB or Board) has changed the location and dates of the public hearings to consider the Government of Nunavut – Department of Environment’s Proposals for Decision on regional total allowable harvests for the Bathurst and Bluenose East caribou herds. The hearings will be held June 14th-17th, 2016, in Cambridge Bay, Nunavut. Please note that the May 13th, 2016 deadline for written submissions and requests for party status is unchanged.

The NWMB had originally indicated in its April 1st, 2016 invitation letters that the hearings would be held in Yellowknife, Northwest Territories, anticipating that neither Cambridge Bay nor Kugluktuk would have adequate facilities to accommodate the approximately fifty out-of-town participants expected to attend. The NWMB has since confirmed that there is adequate space available in Cambridge Bay and has thus decided to relocate the hearings to Cambridge Bay in order to better accommodate Nunavut participants.

In-person public hearing details

The Bathurst caribou hearing will be held June 14th-15th, followed by the Bluenose East caribou hearing June 16th-17th, at the community hall in Cambridge Bay, Nunavut. The hearings will be conducted on each day from 9:00 AM to 5:00 PM. In addition, the NWMB may hold evening sessions from 7:00 PM to 9:00 PM.

Written submissions and supporting documentation in response to the Government of Nunavut – Department of Environment’s Proposals, or otherwise concerning the harvest management of the Bathurst or Bluenose East caribou herds, must be filed with the NWMB, in Inuktitut/Innuinaqtun and English, by no later than 5:00 PM EDT on May 13th, 2016. The requirement for translation at time of filing is mandatory. Please take careful note that, unless persuasive written and translated reasons are provided to the NWMB for late filing, the Board will not consider materials for these hearings that are not filed on time. 

Due to logistical constraints, the NWMB cannot extend party status to all Bathurst and Bluenose East caribou user groups from the Northwest Territories. If your department or organization wishes to request party status for one or both hearings, the Board will consider written and translated requests, submitted by the May 13th deadline, which should include a persuasive explanation of why party status should be granted.
